§ 97.062  SPACING ACCORDING TO SPECIES SIZE CLASSES.

     The spacing of street trees will be in accordance with the three species size classes listed in § 97.061, and no trees may be planted closer together than the following: Small trees, 30 feet; medium trees, 40 feet; and large trees, 50 feet; except in special plantings designed or approved by a landscape architect.

§ 97.063  PERMITTED DISTANCES.

     (A)     The distance trees may be planted from curbs or curblines and sidewalks will be in accordance with the tree species size classes listed in § 97.061, and trees must be planted in minimum lawn widths between curb and sidewalk as follows: Small trees, three feet; medium trees, four feet; and large trees, eight feet.  

     (B)     No street tree shall be planted closer than 35 feet of any street corner, measured from the point of nearest intersecting curbs or curblines.  No street tree shall be planted closer than ten feet of any fireplug.  
§ 97.064  UTILITIES.

     No street trees other than those species listed as small trees in § 97.061 may be planted under any overhead utility wire. Medium trees may be planted no closer than 30 lateral feet, and large trees no closer than 50 lateral feet, from any utility pole or wire, street lamp or sign post. No street trees may be planted over or within five lateral feet of any underground water line, sewer line, transmission line or other utility. Exceptions may only be made with written permission of the City Tree Board.
